-Motion to provide Jon Montano with a bonus over his work in the Alamosa Salmonella Disaster presented by RETAC Secretary David R. Osborn.  RETAC Treasurer agreed that this year’s budget would support a bonus of at least $1000.00 to $2000.00.  J.B. made motion to provide Jon at least a $2000.00.
