PRESENTATIONS/REPORTS

Motorola: Ron Painchaud: The radios are back into the ambulances with the exception of Mineral County.  Ron asked the council if there were any questions regarding the DTR system.  There is no paging off the 800 mHz system.  The PAC sets have the ability for 256 channels.  Jeff commented that reprogramming of the radios is available for the PAC sets.  If there is anybody interested in having their radios reprogrammed, talk with Jeff.  This reprogramming will be covered by Homeland Security this time only.  The radios need to be programmed to fit each agencies need.  The current programming is basic.  On December 9th there will be a DTR communication exercise for EMS/fire/law enforcement at the MV Auditorium.  If anyone is interested you need to bring your radios to participate.  Another note that Jeff and Ron commented on is that rebanding is NOT the same as reprogramming.  Rebanding is changing the frequency.  Jon wanted to thank Ted and Lon for keeping on top of the radio difficulties over the last few months.

MIICOE Dave Patterson: Dr. Dave Patterson from HRRMC in Salida and St. Anthony’s discussed a new web site at www.miicoe.com that stands for “my information in case of emergency”.  This secure website offers the used to put in medical history, allergies, operations, physicians, current medications, etc.  A card is then sent to the member with the member # on it and instructions to providers how to access this website.  The card should be found on the member under their driver’s license in their purse or wallet.  The cost is individual $36.00/year and couple $60.00/year.

DTR Radio Pam Stewart:  Pam wanted all agencies to know that if you leave the valley, please switch to the statewide channel on everyday regular basis.  This switch prevents dragging your dispatch center with you and still enables your com center to reach you.  The paging system is still a system in work.  If you experience problems with the paging system, please let Pam know.
Financial Report – Rodney King: A profit/loss statement is in the agenda packet and reviewed with council.  No questions or concerns noted.  Financial report was approved M/S/P Wheeler/Alexander.

Agency/Facility Reports:

SLVEPR-PH: Beth stated that the official NIMS certificates are here, however the federal government misspelled names.  Please check the names and make sure that they match with the last 4 digits of the SSN in the upper left hand corner.  If any problems contact Beth.  Dr. Brinton stated that pandemic flu planning is continuing.  The following counties still have their tabletop exercise to complete: Saguache on 11/5, Costilla 11/17 and Mineral County 11/18.  Moira resigned her position as SLV planner.
Conejos County Ambulance: Rodney stated that they had a school bus accident last week.  A vehicle rear ended a bus and bent the bumper of the bus but shoved the motor into the cab of the truck. They had 34 people transferred to Conejos County Hospital.  Also, they had a diesel truck spilling gas and a propane truck rolled.  EMS ran the scenario they had practices and it really helped.  DTR helped to talk and listen.

Baca/Crestone Ambulance: Pam reported 12 calls in September and 4 calls in October.  The dance fundraiser raised $1300.00 for the ambulance.

Monte Vista Ambulance: Jackie reported they had 69 runs in September and 67 runs in October.  The new ambulance is not running yet, it is still being outfitted.  MVA supports RETAC with the purchase of a new/used vehicle.
American Red Cross: Danny reported that they are starting new training for volunteers and DAT teams.  The new partnership with Mile Hi Red Cross is a benefit for the SLV ARC.

Center Ambulance: Jim stated they have had 200 calls this year.  Thank you Monte Vista for your help.

Saguache County Sheriff: Mark voiced that hunting this year is ok.  They have had 1 death that was ruled medical.

Conejos County Hospital: Denise stated that the bus accident went well and they did notify SLVRMC and RGH regarding possible divert status.  However, SLVRMC had a 2 car head-on collision and RGH was also busy.  In September they had 50 trauma patients with 5 transfers.  In October they had 51 trauma patients with 3 transfers and 2 admissions.
Key Resource: Phyllis congratulated Jon on winning the “Positive Collaborative Award” presented at SEMTAC.

Eagle Air Medical: Calls have decreased with decrease tourism.  53% of the transfers out continued to go to Denver with the rest splitting between Colorado Springs and Pueblo.

Alamosa Ambulance: Calls are up from last year, Ted reported.  They will beat last year’s numbers.  Thank you was given to Del Norte for assisting with the head-on collision.  Also, information regarding Hospice transfers was included in the agenda packet.  It was discussed that if an ambulance agency is transported a patient who dies and is pronounced dead, the ambulance must stop in the county that they are in and notify the county coroner at the time of death.  This is causing concern when transporting a patient from Denver back to the valley for Hospice care.

TSJC: Classes are going on.  Deb announced that the paramedic course with PCC is going to start in January.
Mineral County Ambulance: J.B. reported that they have their new ambulance.  There are EMT-B classes going on in Creede.  Runs are down and there have been no hunting problems.

South Fork Ambulance: Lora reported no runs for October and so far only 2 runs for November.

SLVRMC: Denise stated that their trauma review is Wednesday.  She reported that trauma volume remains about the same this year.

County Commissioner:  Doug reported that Citizen Corp Valley Community Fund grant will be running out in December.  The program will be moving to Rio Grande County with the new fiscal agent named as Suzanne Benton.  The next council meeting will be Tuesday morning at 9:00 a.m.

 Rio Grande Hospital: Beverly reported that their trauma review will be Thursday.  They had a total of about 350 trauma patients from June thru September.  They had one Level I trauma in August.
OLD BUSINESS
RETAC Vehicle: Jon worked out options to take to the ambulance boards.  Option 1 would cost each county $2,000.00 for two years with RETAC contributing $5-6,000.00 for a used vehicle costing approximately $29,000.00.  The second option would cost each county $3,500.00 for one year and $3,000.00 from RETAC.  The vehicle quoted would be a ¾ Diesel Pickup, king cab, 4 door, a 2000 model or later.  The vehicle needs to be able to move the disaster trailers.  Option 2 was voted on by the council as the option to take to the ambulance boards for cooperation.  The motion was approved M/S.P Stong/Werts.

AED:  The AED’s are in and there is 1 left over.  There are two entities that are requesting an AED: Lorrie Crawford for the Conejos Ranch and Fox Creek Community and Lisa Werts for the Feed Store.  Denise from CCH stated she would give one of the AED’s she requested to the pot and this would allow for each of these entities to have an AED.

EMS Grant Review Committee: On December 19th at 6:30 p.m. at Centauri High School their will be training or assistance applying for the EMS Provider grant for this year.  The grant application will be done via the internet.  RETAC needs a volunteer to replace Moira for the review process.  Lora volunteered to assist.
Retirement Survey: Jon has been working at this for a while.  He wanted to thank those of you who completed the survey – only 11% completed the survey.

NEW BUSINESS

501C3:  Teresa started this prior to her resignation.  Currently, Leslie Fleming is working on completing this for us.  The council decided that this discussion should be tabled until Leslie could be present and answer any questions or concerns generated.

TSJC/Region 8 RETAC EMS Symposium: Deb stated that information regarding the symposium needs to get out so that there is an increase in attendance.  Currently, they are still looking for presenters.

Council Terms: In the agenda packet, there are letters to the county commissioners regarding seats on councils and term limits.  Doug suggested taking the letters to the Valley Commissioners.  Beverly will rewrite the letters into one letter for the Valley Commissioners.  Jon would like to see the empty seats filled.  Currently there are 3 hospital seats open.

Data Conference January 22-23rd: The first annual data conference will be in Longmont in January.  This conference will have information concerning the statewide reporting system for agencies.  This reporting system is replacing Healthware Solutions.

Ambulance Info: The ambulance agency information can be found in the agenda packet.

Towers: Jeff wanted to let everyone know that there was communication regarding towers in Creede and that Ken Salazar’s office has been in on the discussion.  Hill 71 has been approved for Hinsdale County as solar power to start next summer.  The Wolf Creede tower has been approved – the permit and site approval is pending discussion with the forest service.
