SLV Flooding: Flood Planning by Jeff Babcock (absent).  A regional meeting is taking place next week in Alamosa 

Saguache County cannot get flood insurance for a number of reasons

EMS Evaluation: Letters of support from Randy Kuykendall: they want to study EMS, dispatch and other in the SLV.  RETAC is applying for this money

Jon Gets More Equipment: Jon showed a picture of the truck going to Sanford.  Jon will spend one hour a week only on fire trucks to assist the SLV.  Jon is working on 3 mini trucks currently.  

Assistance to Firefighter Grant (AFG): 

“AutoPulse” by Zoll; wants to get one for each agency in the Valley.  Problem: Jon has to disclose finances as a lump sum for tax purposes.  Wes believes they can use one agency instead of the region as a whole to apply.  Wes will work with Jon on this.  Ted Anderson already has this on his ambulances.  Item is battery maintained, gives perfect compressions and allows EMS to do what they are trained for.  They cost about $15,000 a piece.  The council wants Jon to attempt to obtain this asset.  Pam Gripp concerned folks in Crestone using this device and one study she cited.  Ted Anderson said there are about 5 studies showing how well it performs.  American Heart Assoc rates it at a B+.  Jon asked everyone to take this thought with them and let him know what everyone decides by next week.  Lon brought up several ethical questions with the machine.  Jon believes that anytime we have a chance to get equipment and/or money, we should.  Mona described how well it works.  If all agencies in SLV did get it, it would present a great rural opt 

TRAINING
