PRESENTATIONS/REPORTS

-Steve Conney: RAD 57 C CO detector presentation: CO most common poisoning in US- 3000 deaths/year. This detector will assist in triage of CO poisoning. Any disaster where you will be w/out power for any length of time will often times raise the rate of CO poisoning because of the use of generators. It tests pulse ox, pulse rate also. Effectiveness can be affected by light. EMS price is $3995 with bulk pricing of $3500 for 11 or more.  
-Sue Davis: presented File of Life folders that she will be handing out at health fairs

-Dave Pote: Update on DTR exercise in Mineral County.  The exercise encouraged the practice of multi-discipline use of radios, setting up Incident Command, and had a scenario of pneumonic plague on an airplane that had an emergency landing at airport. Exercise went well but continuous use of radios is very important.  Will continue having exercises throughout the SLV to test communications

-Dave Pote also updated on Elks scholarships of $500 to two EMS students.

-Vicky Kretche: New trauma nurse coordinator at SLVRMC. Discussed the “Stroke Team”. As of February 1st entire protocol of TPA (clot buster) to keep patients here in SLV rather than sending them out will go into effect. Have to have had symptoms less than 3 hours or any major surgeries in past 14 days. A hospitalist will be at the door with CT scan to determine w/in 15 minutes. There will be 4 mock drills and will use dispatch, without notice of the drill. Bariatrics: Looking into a bariatrics ambulance to transport large patients. There will be a presentation at the EMS Symposium regarding this subject. PEPP (Pediatric Education for Pre-hospital Providers) Course: 3 RETACS in the state received a grant to provide this class. Class limit of 25 students, two day class, February 21st and 22nd, $25 for class, send registration to Becky Darnall. 
-Lisa Werts: Red Cross calendars- $10

-Rodney King: Financial Report-First: Ted, Second: Todd accepted

-Linda Joseph: SEMTAC Report- Valley Commissioners sent a letter of support for EMS as well as Ed Vigil. If the $1.00 is approved on license plate fees, it could raise approx $5 million with a portion of that to put towards personnel. The thought is that there could be an incentive program for personnel to benefit from those funds.
Rick Nunley: Alamosa Bus Company- wants to get involved in Emergency Preparedness. They have 4, 20 seat buses. Would like to assist in transporting victims, etc in case of an emergency.  Jeff will give contact information to County EM’s to add to plans. They also provide non-medical transportation. They offered to bring back boards back to SLV if they are taken to out of SLV hospitals. 

Erin Meeks (Congressman Salazar’s office): Discussion on Del Norte Airport runway for fixed wing planes for emergency landings. If stimulus monies go through, the runway is on the top of the list to be improved which will be a great resource for Rio Grande County. CDOT is ready to assist.
Ted Andersen: 1 to P Bridge- 4 out of 6 will be paramedics. All but 2 people will be paramedics on Alamosa Ambulance

Beth Quinlan: Update on Meth Lab Awareness Training- no update yet. Have not heard from Jeannie Norris regarding training date. Upcoming ICS 300 & 400 classes in Alamosa. I402 class for Elected Officials on March 10th in Saguache (am) and Alamosa (pm) and ICS Forms class all day March 11th. 
Jon Montano: Pre-Hospital Destination Protocols: move forward with protocols. Pre-hospital meeting prior to RETAC meeting will only happen on a PRN basis.  Ambulance Assessment: continue with the work on the assessment since fiscal freeze at the state level has been lifted.

NEW BUSINESS
EMS Provider Grants: Jon is working on a regional grant. Financials are needed for each agency that is applying. 50% match for CO Detectors. They would cost each agency $1750 but if the agency has old pulse oximeters, working or not, you will get an additional $250 credit. If hospitals want to purchase at same time then get info to Jon by February 1st.

Looking into a Regional Physician Advisor

Continue with Wednesday night meetings. Next meeting March 18th
Agency plans due by    . Suggestion of doing plans and profiles together, possibility of streamlining them. Some of the items on the plans or not relevant to each individual agency.
Firefighters are eligible for discount tires. Wes Moores looked into getting discounts for EMS as well. Goodyear offers 45% discount for emergency response vehicles! There are other brands that offer discounts as well and several businesses in SLV participate in the State Purchasing Agreement. 

RETAC channel names have changed from “RETAC” to “EMS”.  HPP grant monies available to get the RETAC channel names changed. Council decided not to get radio names changed but instead to purchase File of Life magnets with SLV RETAC logo on them.
Flight for Life now has DTR capabilities.
